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Dear Friends 
 
Welcome to the summer edition of Generations Magazine! I pray that your summer is going well and proving to 
be restful. Here in the parish we are already gearing up for a new school year and working on several important 
projects. There are also some new things I want to share with you. 
 
Let’s start with the projects.  
 

·  The first project is the sidewalks on Pearl Street. As you know these are crumbling and in bad condition 
and we have reached the point where they need to be replaced. In many places the curb no longer exists 
and we have a responsibility to maintain these for safety reasons.  

·  The second project is the removal of the large windows in the gym and their replacement with glass 
block. The windows and frames are again old and leaking and we are replacing them with glass block 
because in the long run maintenance will be easier – and there will be no more expensive broken glass if 
a ball goes flying in the wrong direction!  

·  The third project is the probably the biggest and that is the scraping, painting and protecting of the 
stained glass windows. We had hoped to delay this project for at least a year but the advice we have 
received from the Diocese is that we should proceed immediately. The windows need storm glass 
installed to protect them, particularly on the Pearl Street side which gets the full brunt of the weather.  
As always it is more economic to do all the windows than just a few of them and so we will proceed 
with that work this year. Our ability to do this is largely in part to the generous gift the parish received a 
few months back. Thank you for your patience as these projects get under way this summer. They are 
important because they help our whole community maintain the heritage we have received and want to 
preserve and pass on to the next generation. 

 
Some of you will know that I have talked with Parish Council about the possibility of moving forward with a 
renovation of the interior of the church. Before I say anything else on this subject let me say this – there will be 
a town meeting in the Fall to explore this more deeply and for people to ask questions. This is not something 
that can be done quickly but it is something we need to consider. Here is why. Although the interior looks in 
good shape there are several major things that need attention: 
 

·  The organ needs to be dismantled and given a complete overhaul. It is a wonderful instrument but has 
become temperamental with age, and Mary Jane does a wonderful job playing it despite its “tantrums” at 
times.  

·  The carpet needs to be taken up and replaced with a sturdier floor covering – personally I think 
hardwood would be best because it is designed to last, but that doesn’t mean that there couldn’t be some 
kind of carpet runners in the aisles.  

·  The pews and kneelers are in need of refurbishing again – this is actually something that Fr Dean had 
gotten an estimate for before I arrived.  

·  The electrics need some attention and the church lighting panel in the sacristy needs updating.  
·  The sound system needs revisiting too.     (continued on next page) 



 
In addition to all this we need to look at space, and the lack of it. When the church was last reordered and 
the sanctuary was closed off no-one in the diocese – even the priests – were really thinking hard about the 
shortage of priests in the future. Reducing the size of the church made perfect sense at a time when St. 
Francis had three priests and didn’t really envisage that ever changing. But the reality now is different. Four 
Sunday Masses are all we can really sensibly have. In an age when belief in the Real Presence of Our Lord 
in the Eucharist has waned even among Catholics there is also value in bringing the tabernacle back to a 
more prominent and central place in the sanctuary. The Bishop also believes this is something we should do.  
 
This means we need to seriously look at the possibility of opening the sanctuary again and increasing the 
seating capacity. This can still be done in a way that is sensitive to what has been done before, and as I said 
nothing will be begun without consultation and a proper feasibility study. At the moment I want to begin the 
conversation in the fall with your help, and under the guidance of the Holy Spirit. 

 
I also want share with you a couple of new things that you will hear about or will notice. We now have Sunday 
Sacristans who help set up and clear up after Mass, not only in the sacristy but in church as well. This ministry 
will help us keep our church looking clean and beautiful on Sundays, something I know we all think is 
important and valuable. 
 
From July 1st we will begin praying the Angelus before Sunday Masses. This comes out of a conversation 
initiated by Parish Council at a meeting a few months back. Council expressed its concern about three things:  
 

·  The noise level before and after Holy Mass getting louder and louder 
·  That cell phones were not being turned off  
·  The increase in gum chewing 

 
They have asked me to address these issues with you. To do this, I am introducing a welcome five minutes prior 
to the beginning of Mass that will also remind people about cell phones and gum chewing and encourage them 
to keep a sacred silence before Mass begins. To end this welcome we will pray the Angelus each week for 
vocations to the Priesthood and Consecrated Life – something we all need to be doing as a matter of urgency. 
My hope is that this will be a blessing to all of us and will encourage our young people to keep before them 
their call to follow God’s will for their life whatever their vocation may be. 
 
Finally, this month sees the end of our contemporary Masses on Sundays at 12 Noon. I am grateful to Station 14 
for all their commitment, hard work and enthusiasm over the years and for helping us to glorify and worship 
God in many wonderful ways. As they move on to new things I know that we will stay in touch and that they 
will be back periodically to help our teens worship in new and exciting ways. We have been blessed by their 
presence among us.

the fifteen deaneries and twenty-three counties. 
�  To increase collaboration between and among leaders, parishes and the whole Diocese of 

Columbus. 
�  To act as good stewards of all human, financial and facility resources. 
�  To support increased understanding of an action for the assumptions and criteria related to 

vibrant parish life. 
�  To build a greater sense of unity within the rich ethnic, cultural and generational diversity 

present within the local Church. 
 
The planning process is intended to help parishes evaluate their current ministries, plan for ways to 
enhance them and collaborate in order both to share and conserve resources so that ministries can be 
more fruitful.   
 
The parish will benefit from this study by encouraging you, the laity, to take responsibility for your 
parish by assisting us in this parish self study.  We will be holding a Town Hall meeting on Tuesday, 
June 24th from 7-9pm in Johnson Hall.  We are asking that you pencil this date on your calendar and 
make every effort to attend.  Within this meeting we will break out into sub groups in order to focus on 
the multiple facets of this self study. We greatly need your response and willingness to participate and 
accomplish this project.  We count on your support.  I will put structures in place to guarantee and 
ensure that your efforts are fruitful.
