We recently visited a young woman, who called for help with rent, but after talking with her, the real problem surfaced.
She was two months behind in rent, facing eviction. No family in the area and few friends. She is to have serious surgery
soon and would have NO PLACE TO GO, after a week in the hospital. What would she do? What could we do?

We prayed that God would hold her in His loving arms, and that she would not feel abandoned, and told her that we would
help her find places and agencies to keep her safe.

Our hearts were heavy when we left, for we knew that she was still in great distress. | realized my own littleness, and that
| had to call others to help me help her. This is just one of many stories we hear; lots of us have heavy hearts, BUT, one
thing we who do SVDP work are sure of; IF GOD SENT US, HE WILL LEAD AND GUIDE US AND HELP US!

Anyone can serve in this ministry, but it does take grit, humility and prayer. We always visit in teams of two; so one
person isn't making decisions alone. If you are curious, come to one of our meetings on the second Sunday of each
month at 11:30 in the teachers' lounge in the basement of Lamy Center.
