It is time for us to update our database with any changes,
additions or deletions that may have occurred in your family over the past two years (since our last database
conversion). Have you changed your phone number? Have you moved or preparing to move? Are all of your
children still at home and are they all included in your family record?

In the July 2008 — June 2009 Fraternal Year, the members of the Father Bill Johnson Council 11665 have worked on the
following projects and with your help the Council has contributed to the following —

At St. Francis Church and School - a Scholarship was awarded to Anna Reef to continue to attend Newark
Catholic High School. A donation was made to the Venture Crew. Provided the supplies and set up for the Holy
Thursday potluck in Johnson Hall. Conducted a “Red Envelope” campaign to get the right-to-life message to the
White House. The Council also sponsored a trip to the Shrine at Carey, Ohio. Donated use of Council’s grill and
tent at the parish picnic and festival.

In the Diocese - the Council contributed funds for religious educational material that can be used in any parish in
the diocese. Through the “Pennies for Heaven” collection at meetings and special events, the Council contributed
to the Diocesan Vocations Program. Items were purchased and delivered to the St. Francis Mission in McArthur
from the annual cake sale donations, and a donation was made to the Special Prom at St. Leonard Parish.

Outside the Diocese - Rosaries, religious supplies and stuffed animals were collected and sent to Fr. Subler in
Irag. The Council conducted a free throw contest for grade school age boys and girls with one of our local
winners (Reece Dupler) winning at the district, regional, state and international K of C events in his age category.

43% of our donations went to St. Francis Parish and School, 42% went to Licking Co. organizations, 13% to the Diocese
and 2% went outside the Diocese.

Note — Our members pay annual dues to cover all of our Council expenses and social events.

You have helped us with our charity donations by supporting our parish fundraisers (32% of our revenue); the difference
was made up in outside fundraisers (68%).

Thank you to all in the parish, who supported your Knights of Columbus in any way, by your attendance at our
fundraisers, and with your prayers.

Together with your continued support, your Knights of Columbus look forward to doing even more to help those in need in
our Parish and Community in the future.

Can you believe school has started? Just where did the summer go? It seems just last week was the last day
of school. | thought | would take this time to review all of the projects that were completed over the summer
months.

First, the restoration and covering of the church windows is complete! This work was long over-due and will
ensure the beauty of our windows for generations to come. Second, was the preparation of the preschool and
new preschool playground area. This new parish/school ministry is very exciting and at the time of this writing,
the preschool is almost full with only 3 spots remaining. The room was painted, stocked-thanks to many
wonderful donations, new vinyl fence installed and doors replaced on the Slattery building with updated
security features.

The first week of August we discovered the walk-in cooler in the
school cafeteria had deteriorated to the point the floor of the cooler was ready to cave in. This obviously was
an unexpected summer project and it was two weeks until school starts! | started calling around for pricing for
both repair and replacement. We found that repairing it was not an option due to its original construction.
Replacement of the cooler would be in the neighborhood of $8,000.00. During the week, | had a visit from the
Assistant Diocesan Building Superintendent, Charlie Krile to discuss the window repairs. As he was getting
ready to leave, just on a whim, | asked him what he knew about walk-in coolers. He questioned why, did |
need one? | told him the story of how ours was falling apart and money was tight. He then explained to me
that the Catholic Foundation had acquired the original Wendy's Restaurant on Broad Street in Columbus for
just $5.00 (first God-Thing) and they had a few walk-in coolers they needed to get rid of before renovations
could begin. WOW — second God-Thing! | immediately contacted the Catholic Foundation. | think they were
as excited to give us the cooler as we were to receive it! The next week, Jason Huffman — our illustrious
maintenance person, Joe and Diane Paul and | went over to Columbus to check out the coolers. Since Joe
has taken apart and put back together many coolers in his years, he was a great source of advice and
information. There was one cooler in terrific condition and just about the S|ze we needed, but a tad bigger.
The next day, Jason and Connie Blowers traveled back up to Columbus to
disassemble the cooler and bring it back to St. Francis. This was some feat
for the two of them to accomplish, but if you know Connie — no job is too
big! The cooler made it to Newark and was assembled by Jason with some
help from parishioners Dave Annarino and Mike Gorius. Thus, the school
cafeteria now has a new-to-us walk-in cooler! God is GREAT! | need to
give a huge THANK-YOU to the Catholic Foundation, Joe Paul, Mike
Gorius, Dave Annarino and of course Jason and Connie.

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Our standard, traditional (and, let’s face it: boring ) method of religious education is out the door! We're beginning a NEW
ERA in our parish school of religion — so new, that we aren’'t even calling it that anymore! Welcome instead to “THE
LOOP.”

The church recognizes your role and responsibility as parents to be the primary educators of your children. Being a
parent in today’s world is an awesome challenge; it's time we “get with it” and be more effective, interesting, and — well,
modern — in helping you meet that challenge. So we've revamped our entire religious education program. In fact, we
would rather not call it a “program” anymore; after all, people aren’t baptized to participate in programs! We become
Catholic by practicing being Catholic! That's what THE LOOP is all about.

The Loop runs from 9:30 a.m. to 11:15 a.m. for students age  kindergarten through eighth grade. Grades K, 1st,
and 2nd will remain in their respective classrooms throughout this time; this seems to suit their socialization & behavioral
skills best as we lay their religious formation foundation, especially as we prepare them to receive the sacraments of
reconciliation and holy communion for the first time in second grade.

But as kids grow, their faith formation should grow right along with them. So grades 3rd through 8th will operate on a
rotating schedule. Here’s a breakdown:

Classroom instruction has its place; that's why we’ll continue to use that format to teach the “head knowledge”
about our faith. Specific classroom instruction will be 45 minutes per session.

The church isn’'t a building; it's the people. We’'ll emphasize what it means to “be in community” with other
believers by bringing the kids together in their own age-appropriate communities: grades 3, 4, and 5 will form one
community; grades 6, 7, and 8 will form another community. These grades will join together in the cafeteria for 30
minutes each of community time per session. This time will be filled with hands-on activities, special guests,
unique celebrations, music, and the like, thereby incorporating the “heart’s desire” portion of our faith.

To round things out (and close the loop — get it?), we’ll continue to take part in service opportunities.

And don't fear: we haven't forgotten our littlest students! The Loop runs from 9:45 a.m. to 11:15 a.m. for pre-school
students. We'll continue to offer one class for three-year olds, and another class for four and five-year olds. These
students will remain in their respective classrooms throughout this time. Because we do not currently have a nursery
available, parents of pre-school children age three to five may wish to consider enrolling these child ren in The
Loop even if the parents eventually plan to enroll thes e children at St. Francis School when the children reach
kindergarten. This provides parents the option of dropping their pre-school children at The Loop while they attend the 10
a.m. mass.

Please note that although
The Loop is primarily a faith formation program for students who attend public schools or are home schooled, ALL
children — including St. Francis de Sales School students — are welcome!

SACRAMENTAL PREPARATION

Do you have a child who wishes to receive the Sacraments of Reconciliation, Holy Communion, or Confirmation?

At St. Francis de Sales, children typically receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation and the Sacrament of Holy Communion
for the first time in 2nd grade, and the Sacrament of Confirmation in 8th grade. In order for our children to benefit from
well-rounded religious instruction, we have an attendance policy for sacramental preparation:

Any child who wishes to receive one of the sacraments for the first time must have completed at minimum one full

year of formal religious instruction prior to the formal instruction the child would receive in order to partake of the

sacrament.

For example, a child wishing to receive the sacrament of First Holy Communion in 2nd grade should have
completed a full year of 1st grade religious instruction; likewise, a child wishing to receive the sacrament of
Confirmation in 8th grade should have completed a full year of 7th grade religious instruction.

Formal religious instruction may be through enroliment in our “The Loop " faith formation program (attendance
must be at least half of the year’s sessions), St. Francis School, or an approved home school curriculum.

Further, during the year of sacramental preparation (2nd or 8th grades), the child must be enrolled in either our “The

Loop " faith formation program (and attend at least half of the year’s sessions) or St. Francis School. Also during the
sacramental preparation year, the child must be registered and participate in our Sacramental Preparation Programs.

For 2nd graders, this entails a mini-retreat (Pray & Play Day) for each sacrament and rehearsal for First Holy
Communion. Parents of children preparing for First Reconciliation and/or First Communion are required to attend
a series of four classes for each sacrament.

For 8th graders, this entails a series of weekly sessions, an overnight retreat, and rehearsal. Parents of children
preparing for the sacrament of Confirmation are required to attend an orientation meeting.
There is a separate, additional fee for sacramental preparation to help defray the costs of materials, supplies, receptions,
retreats, etc. No one will be refused sacramental preparation due to financial difficulties.
Registration for confirmation is currently under wa y - contact Bob Moraine at 345-9874 ext. 214 for fu  rther details.

Registration for reconciliation and communion will begin after Labor Day - contact Lori Mazzone at 345 -9874, ext.
