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Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
 
As the summer draws to a close I hope you have found time for some rest and refreshment. My 
own vacation to Lake Erie, Florida and upstate New York was a real blessing, especially as the 
NY part was to celebrate the 25th anniversary of Priesthood for my friend Fr. Anthony Barratt. 
Some of you have met Father Anthony at weekday Mass when he has concelebrated with me. 
Father is from the UK like myself, and actually taught me in seminary, though we are about the 
same age. He has been a wonderful model of priesthood and has influenced many young men 
during the formative years of their training to be priests. We need to pray for the seminary 

professors who teach the future priests of the Church as they have an awesome responsibility. 
 
This is particularly true for us as a parish now. For the first time in over twenty years we are sending a young man to 
seminary from St Francis to discern his vocation to the priesthood at the Pontifical College Josephinum in Columbus. 
Anthony Wright is studying in the college seminary and has started an 8 year process of education, prayer and 
discernment that will, God willing, bring him to the day of his ordination and service for the Diocese of Columbus. PRAY 
for him every day, ENCOURAGE the boys and young men in your family to consider the priesthood as well and ASK the 
Holy Spirit to guide all our seminarians through their formation process. 
 
Helping young men and women discern their vocation in life, whatever it may be, is first and foremost the responsibility of 
parents. Without that encouragement young men and women may never understand their life as a vocation in which, 
above all else, God wants them to be HAPPY. How many young people, (and older), do we know who are struggling to 
find happiness in all the wrong places? How many people do we know who think that happiness can only be found if we 
get everything we want and are rich as well? Neither of these things brings happiness – some of the world’s richest 
people have also been the saddest and most unhappy – because they never knew the vocation to which they were called. 
It is only when we do what God wants us to do that everything falls into place, and the happiness that we have becomes 
so deep that that we are able to face the difficulties life brings as well. 
 
Please know that we are here as a parish to support our young people as they discern God’s call for them. Bob Moraine, 
Deacon Steve and myself are happy to meet with any of our young people to help them discern their vocation. It doesn’t 
have to be the priesthood or religious life specifically though of course we want them to be open to that. Bob Moraine's job 
description includes vocational discernment because we recognize the importance of this in our world today. We want our 
young people to be happy and discovering God’s will for them is what will make that happiness happen. Not money, not 
prestige, not sex – GOD is the source of our true happiness. 
 
Once Anthony has had a chance to settle in to seminary life I will ask him to write a piece for this magazine. In the 
meantime don’t forget to pray for him daily and for the other two young men who hope to follow him from our parish next 
year. Do you know someone who should be considering the priesthood? Have you ever suggested it to them? Are you a 
young man or woman reading this wondering if this is what God is saying to YOU? If so contact me, and perhaps we can 
explore it together.

K of C ACTIVITIES & CHARITABLE WORK – July 2009 thr u June 2010  
In 1882, Father Michael J. McGivney founded the Knights of Columbus based upon the principles of Charity and Unity.   

Today Knights promise to live by four basic principles:  Charity, Unity, Fraternalism, and Patriotism.  Charity, however, 
remains the most important principle of our Knights of Columbus order.   

In the July 2009 – June 2010 Fraternal Year, the members of the Father Bill Johnson Council 11665 have worked on the 
following projects and with your help the Council has contributed to the following –  

·  At St. Francis Church and School - a Scholarship was awarded to Anna Reef to continue to attend Newark 
Catholic High School.  Purchased a special Sacramentary (that is used at Mass) with larger words for Fr. David 
Orians. Provided funds to send 2 members with the St. Francis group that went to the Right-To-Life March in 
Washington DC. Provided the supplies and set up for the Holy Thursday potluck in Johnson Hall.  Donated use of 
Council’s grill and tent at the parish picnic and festival.    

·  In Licking County - the Council collected funds and made contributions to Special Olympics and members 
worked at the local event in Granville.  Funds were collected and donated to the Center for Disability Services in 
Newark.  The Council supported and members attended the Licking Co. Prayer Breakfast.  Members of the 
Council also worked at the Right-To-Life food booth at Carnival Foods in Heath. 

·  In the Diocese - the Council contributed funds for religious educational material that can be used in any parish in 
the diocese.  Through the “Pennies for Heaven” collection at meetings and special events, the Council 
contributed to the Diocesan Vocations Program.  Items were purchased and delivered to the St. Francis Mission 
in McArthur from donations collected at the annual cake sale, and members assisted at the Mission. 

·  Outside the Diocese – The Council sent a donation to the Haiti Earthquake Relief Fund that was collected by the 
Supreme Council.  The Council conducted a free throw contest for grade school age boys and girls.  

43% of our donations went to St. Francis Parish and School, 40% went to Licking Co. organizations, 15% to the Diocese 
and 2% outside the Diocese.   

Note – Our members pay annual dues to cover all of our Council expenses and social events.  

You have helped us with our charity donations by supporting our parish fundraisers (18% of our revenue); the difference 
was made up in outside fundraisers (82%).   

Thank you to all in the parish, who supported your Knights of Columbus in any way, by your attendance at our 
fundraisers, and with your prayers. 

Together with your continued support, your Council looks forward to doing even more to help those in need in our Parish 
and Community in the future.

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VACATION BIBLE SCHOOL 

 
Special thanks to the nearly 70 adults and teens who volunteered their time to make this 
summer's Vacation Bible School a resounding success for the 100 plus children who 
participated.

Go to Parish Events, and click on the VBS 2010 icon. 
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Our standard, traditional (and, let’s face it:  boring) method of religious education is out the door!  It’s a NEW ERA in our 
parish school of religion – so new, that we aren’t even calling it that anymore!   Welcome instead to “THE LOOP.” 
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The church recognizes your role and responsibility as parents to be the primary educators of your children.  Being a 
parent in today’s world is an awesome challenge; it’s time we “get with it” and be more effective, interesting, and – well, 
modern – in helping you meet that challenge.   After all, people aren’t baptized to participate in programs!  We become 
Catholic by practicing being Catholic!  That’s what THE LOOP is all about.   

The Loop runs from 9:30 a.m. to 11:15 a.m. for stud ents age kindergarten through eighth grade.   Grades K, 1st, and 
2nd will remain in their respective classrooms throughout this time; this seems to suit their socialization & behavioral skills 
best as we lay their religious formation foundation, especially as we prepare them to receive the sacraments of 
reconciliation and holy communion for the first time in second grade. 

But as kids grow, their faith formation should grow right along with them.  So grades 3rd through 8th will operate on a 
rotating schedule.  Here’s a breakdown: 

·  Classroom instruction has its place; that’s why we’ll continue to use that format to teach the “head 
knowledge” about our faith.  Specific classroom instruction will be 45 minutes per session. 

·  The church isn’t a building; it’s the people.  We’ll emphasize what it means to “be in community” with 
other believers by bringing the kids together in their own age-appropriate communities:  grades 3, 4, and 
5 will form one community; grades 6, 7, and 8 will form another community.  These grades will join 
together in the cafeteria for 30 minutes each of community time per session.  This time will be filled with 
hands-on activities, special guests, unique celebrations, music, and the like, thereby incorporating the 
“heart’s desire” portion of our faith.   

·  To round things out (and close the loop – get it?), we’ll continue to take part in service opportunities.   

And don’t fear:  we haven’t forgotten our littlest students!  The Loop runs from 9:45 a.m. to 11:15 a.m. for pre- school 
students.   We’ll continue to offer one class for three-year olds, and another class for four and five-year olds.   These 
students will remain in their respective classrooms throughout this time.  Because we do not currently have a nursery 
available, parents of pre-school children age 3 to 5 may wish to consider enrolling these children in The LOOP 
even if the parents eventually plan to enroll these  children at St. Francis School when the children r each kinder-
garten.   This provides parents the option of dropping off their pre-school children while they attend the 10 a.m. mass.   

To register, please pick up a form at the Parish Of fice.   You may 
register all of the children in your family using this one form.  Completed 
forms can be mailed to or dropped off at the Parish Office. You will 
receive confirmation of enrollment with further details approximately one 
week prior to our kick off of September 12th.   
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Summer is winding down, and that means it’s time to reorganize the Children’s Liturgy of the Word (CLOW) program, a 
method of catechesis for children who may have difficulty understanding the words, symbols and actions of the mass. 
   
The group, normally aged four through 2nd grade, is taken to the day chapel just prior to the First Reading at Mass; there, 
they participate in readings and commentary geared to their age group and receive a special children’s bulletin before 
rejoining their families immediately following the Prayer of the Faithful.

The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA) 
 
How does our parish attract inquirers each year who consider becoming Catholic?  The short answer 
is YOU!  

When any parish has many inquirers year after year, it is because members of a welcoming and 
evangelizing community take seriously their call to share the divine message of salvation.  It happens 
in parish families, in the workplace, in gathering with friends and neighbors, and in daily contact.   

Who can you invite to explore the riches of our faith?  Encourage them to contact us about the RCIA 
(Rite of Christian Initiation) process.   

The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA) is the process established for the universal Church for individuals to 
become Catholic and receive the sacraments of initiation:  baptism, confirmation, and the Eucharist.   At St. Francis, this 
journey takes place through a series of weekly classes offering instruction in the Catholic faith and an opportunity to 
develop a relationship with Jesus Christ and the church he founded.  We call these classes "ABC:  About Being Catholic."  

In addition to ABC being an introduction to the Catholic faith for inquirers and those seeking to become Catholic, it is a 
refresher course for Catholic adults who wish to go deeper in their faith.   

Join us on Wednesday, September 15, at 7 p.m. in Johnson Hall, where Fr. Bob will present an overview of the program, 
followed by a question/answer session; refreshments will be served.

Reflection of a Volunteer -                                  WHAT'S FOR DINNER?  



I belong to a group (six all told), who have volunteered to prepare a meal once a month for the men now living at St. 
Vincent's Haven for Men.  We have a designated evening of the month, and we prepare the same meal each time we go.  
All it takes is $10.00 from each of us, one or two to buy the food, and the rest of us to help prepare and serve at the 
Haven.  And of course, there is the clean-up.   

Speaking for my group, it is a really good time, as the staff makes us feel really welcome, and the men staying there, are 
so grateful for whatever they are served.  I might add that they are always anxious to see us, are friendly, respectful, and 
always willing to help, if we need something.  We of course, eat with the men who are living there temporarily, and 
although it must be tough for them to be there, they are always comfortable with us, and it shows, as they are not afraid to 
ask for seconds! 

I must admit that when we were discussing getting involved in this ministry, we were a little concerned about the kind 
of people who would be living at the shelter, but we have learned that they are pretty much like us, but they have fallen on 
hard times.  We also were amazed at how the staff and those living there interact; just like family.  The encouraging thing 
is that we have never seen the same faces twice; they have been able to move on hopefully back to work, and their 
independence. 

We all agree, it has been a worthwhile experience, and hope that other groups will join the effort to keep all safe, fed and 
encouraged.  

 

 

Success Stories - 

A resident who showed up at the St. Vincent facility was a cocaine addict.  Previously, he was a mortgage banker in 
Columbus.  He was raised in the community and attended local schools.  Age – 50’s.   He worked with a counselor at 
Sheppard Hill and attended NA/AA meetings in the area.  He never caused any trouble at shelter, did chores without 
complaining and attended church regularly with his parents.  He never got a written write-up in 77 days.  He graduated 
several weeks ago from Sheppard Hill, has a job opportunity in Columbus and has moved into an apartment. 
 
A resident came to us from Spencer house where he was staying under supervision after being put on probation for drug 
use/possession.   He applied for 5 job applications per week and did chores without complaining.  He did whatever we 
asked of him.  He took other residents, who were not familiar with the local area, around to show them where other 
agencies and places were located.  He has been placed in transitional housing with LLCH, currently working with a tree 
cutting service and acting as a volunteer at the shelter.  He helped conduct conferences with several of the resident’s the 
other night under supervision of the employee on duty and she commended him for his insight, and professional manner. 
�

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At St. Francis de Sales, children typically receive the Sacrament of Reconciliation and the Sacrament of Holy Communion 
for the first time in 2nd grade, and the Sacrament of Confirmation in 8th grade.  Further information concerning sacramental 
preparation is provided in a separate mailing.  However, please note that we have an attendance policy for sacramental 
preparation in order to ensure that our children benefit from well-rounded religious instruction.  That policy states that: 

Any child who wishes to receive one of the sacraments for the first time must have completed at minimum one full year of 
formal religious instruction prior to the formal instruction the child would receive in order to partake of the sacrament.  For 
example, a child wishing to receive the sacrament of First Holy Communion in 2nd grade must have completed a full year 
of 1st grade religious instruction; likewise, a child wishing to receive the sacrament of Confirmation in 8th grade must have 
completed a full year of 7th grade religious instruction.  Formal religious instruction may be through enrollment in our “The 
Loop” faith formation program (attendance must be at least half of the year’s sessions), St. Francis School, or an 
approved home school curriculum. 

Further, during the year of sacramental preparation (2nd or 8th grades), the child must be enrolled in either our “The Loop” 
faith formation program (and attend at least half of the year’s sessions) or St. Francis School. Also during the sacramental 
preparation year (2nd or 8th grades), the child must be registered and participate in our Sacramental Preparation 
Programs.   

o For 2nd graders, this entails a mini-retreat (Pray & Play Day) for each sacrament and rehearsal for First Holy 
Communion.  Parents of children preparing for First Reconciliation and/or First Communion are required to attend 
a series of classes for each sacrament. 

o For 8th graders, this entails a series of weekly sessions, an overnight retreat, and rehearsal.  Parents of children 
preparing for the sacrament of Confirmation are required to attend some additional meetings as well. 

There is a separate, additional fee for sacramental preparation to help defray the costs of materials, supplies, receptions, 
retreats, etc.  No one will be refused sacramental preparation due to financial difficulties.
