This has been begun through the parish self-
study that was recently completed. Details of 
the self-study are on our website. 
 
This has begun under Fr Streitenberger’s 
leadership. 
 
We would like to provide this, but we need a 
few adults to volunteer to help.  We can 
provide a pager type system to summon 
parents when a child is having a problem and 
would find teens to help - so you wouldn’t be 
left alone!
